(c)  Notwithstanding anything contained in clause (a) or clause (b) the
appointing authority may, at any time, by notice to any Government servant
(whether permanent or temporary), without assigning any reason, require
him to retire after he attains the age of fifty years or such Government
servant may by notice to the appointing authority voluntarily retire at any
time after attaining the age of forty-five years or after he has completed
qualifying service for twenty years.

(d) The period of such notice shall be three months :

(i)  any such Government servant may by order of the appointing
authority, without such notice or by a shorter notice, be retired
forthwith at any time afier attaining the age of fifty years, and on such
retirement the Government servant shall be entitled to claim a sum
equivalent to the amount of his pay plus allowances, if any, for the
period of the notice or as the case may be for the period by which
such notice falls short of three months at the same rates at which he
was drawing immediately before his retirement.

(i) It shall be open to the appointing authority to allow a

Government servant to retire without any notice or by a shorter notice

without requiring the Government servant to pay any penalty in lieu

of notice :,

Provided further that such notice given by the Government servant
against whom a disciplinary proceeding is pending or contemplated, shall be
effective only if it is accepted by the appointing authority, provided that in
the case of a contemplated disciplinary proceeding the Government servant

shall be informed before the expiry of his notice that it has not been
accepted:
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Provided dlso that the notice once given by a Government servant
under clause (c) secking voluntary retirement shall not be withdrawn by him
except with the permission of the appointing authority.

() A retiring pension shall be payable and other retirement benefits, if
any, shall be available in accordance with and subject to the provisions of
the relevant rules to every Government servant who retires or is required or
allowed to retire under this rule:

Provided that where a Government servant, who voluntarily retires or
is allowed voluntarily to retire under this rule, the appointing authority may
allow him for, the purposes of pension and gratuity, if any, the benefit of
additional service of five years or such period as he would have served if he
had continued till the ordinary date of his superannuation, whichever is less.

Explanation-

(1) The decision of the appointing authority under clause (c) to require
the Government servant to retire as specified therein shall be taken if it
appears to the said authority to be in the public interest, but nothing herein
contained shall be construed to require any recital, in the orders, of such
decision having been taken in the public interest.

(2) In order to be satisfied whether it will be in the public interest to
require a Government servant to retire under clause (c) the appointing
authority may take into consideration any material relating to the
Government servant and nothing herein contained shall be construed to
exclude from consideration.

(a) any, entry relating to any period before such Government
servant was allowed to cross any efficiency bar or before he
was promoted to any post in an officiating or substantive
capacity or in an adhoc basis; or

(b) any entry against which a representation is pending, provided
that the representation is also taken into consideration along
with the entry; or

(c) any report of the Vigilance Establishment constituted under the
Uttar Pradesh Vigilance Establishment Act, 1965.




(2-A) Every such decision shall be deemed to have been taken in the public
interest.

(3) The expression “appointing authority” means the authority which for
the time being has the power to make substantive appointments to the post
or service from which the Government servant is required or wants to retire;
and the expression “qualifying service” shall have the same meaning as in
the relevant rules relating to retiring person.

(4) Every order of the “appointing authority requiring a Government
servant to retire forthwith under the first proviso to clause (d) of this rule
shall have effect from the afternoon of the date of its issue provided that if
after the date of its issue the Government servant concerned bona fide and in
ignorance of that order, performs the duties of his office, his acts shall be
deemed to be valid notwithstanding the fact of his having earlier retired.

C.5.R.-426 - If an officer is selected for discharge owing to the abolition of
a permanent post, he shall, unless he is appointed to another post the
conditions of which are deemed by authority competent to discharge him to
be at least equal 1o those of his own, have the option-

(a) oftaking any compensation pension or gratuity to which he may be

entitled for the service he has already rendered, or
(b) of accepting another appointment or transfer to another

establishment even on a lower pay, if offered, and continuing to
count his previous service for pension.
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C.S.R. Section INI-INVALID PENSION

441. An Invalid pension is awarded, on his retirement from the public
scrvice, 1o an officer who by bodily or mental infirmity is permanently
incapacitated for the public service, or for the particular branch of it to
which he belongs.

Rules regarding Medical Certificates

442. An ofTicer applying for an invalid pension shall submit a medical
certificate of incapacity in the manner specified below:

(a)  If the officer submitting the application is on leave elsewhere
than in India then the examination shall be arranged through the
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Indian Missions abroad by a Medical Board consisting of a Physician,
a Surgeon and an Ophthalmologist, each of them having the status of
a consultant. The services of doctors approved for the officers and
staff of the Mission concerned shall be utilised for this purpose,
provided they fulfill the aboye conditions. A lady doctor shall be
included as a member of the Medical Board whenever a women
candidate is to be examined.

(b) If the officer submitting the application is in India, then the
examining medical authority shall be:

(1} a Medical Board, in the case of all Gazetted government
servants and those non-Gazetted servants whose pay, as
defined in Fundamental Rule 9(21) exceeds Rs. 400 per
mensem.

(2) A Civil Surgeon or a Medical Officer of equivalent status in
other cases.

(c) Except in the case of the officer on leave elsewhere than in
India, no medical centificate of incapacity for service may be granted
unless the applicant produces a letter to show that the head of his
office or department is aware of his intention to appear before the
Medical Officer. The Medical Officer shall also be supplied by the
head of the office or depariment in which the applicant is employed
with a statement of what appears from official records to be the
applicant’s age. Where the applicant has a service book, the age
recorded there should be reported.

443. (a) A succinct statement of the medical case, and of the treatment
adopted, should, if possible, be appended.

(b) If the examining Medical Officer, although unable to discover any
specific disease in the officer, considers him incapacitated for further service
by general debility while still under the age of fifty-five years, he should
give detailed reasons for his opinion, and, if possible, a second medical
opinion should always in such a case be obtained.
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(<) In a case of this kind, special explanation will be expected from
the head of the office or department of the grounds on which it is proposed
to invalid the officer. 7

444. A simple certificate that inefficiency is due to old age or natural
decay from advancing years, is not sufficient in the case of an officer whose
recorded age is less than fifty-five years, but a Medical officer is at liberty,
when certifying that the officer is incapacitated for further service by general
debility, to state his reasons for believing the age to be understated.

Form of Medical Certificate clsewhere than in India

445. The form of medical certificate given by the Medical Board
arranged by the Indian Mission abroad, respecting an officer applying for
Invalid pension while on leave elsewhere than India, shall be as follows :-

*We have carefully examined Sti.........cocovveverrissis. taking
into account all the facts of the case as well as his present condition,
we consider that he is incapable of discharging the duties of his
situation, and that such incapability is likely to be permanent. His
incapacity does not appear to us to have been caused by irregular or
intemperate habits.'

Note:-If the incapacity is obviously the result of intemperance,
substitute for the last sentence: *In our opinion his incapacity is the result of
irregular or intemperate habits.”

(If the incapacity does not appear 1o be complete and permanent, the
certificate should be modified accordingly and the following addition
should be made).

“We are of the opinion that A/B, is fit for further service of a less
laborious character than that which he has been doing (or may after
resting for ...................months, be fit for further service of a less
laborious character than that which he has been doing)."”

446. If any doubt arises regarding the validity of a certificate by the
Medical Board arranged by the Indian Mission abroad, the Audit Officer
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must not of his own motion reject the certificate as invalid but must submit
the matter for the decision of the State Government.

Form of Medical Certificate in India

447. (a) The form of the certificate to be given respecting an officer
applying for pension in India is as follows:

(b) The object of the alternative centificate (of partial incapacity), is
that an officer should, if possible, be employed even on lower pay, so that
the expense of pensioning him may be avoided. If there is no means of
employing him even on lower pay. then he may be admitted to pension, but
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it should be consider whether, in view of his capacity for purti:;.lly
earning a living, it is necessary to grant to him the full pension admissible
under rule.

Special Precautions in the Police

449, District Superintendents of Police should be on their guard

against endeavours to retire on Invalid pension by officers who are capable
of serving longer.

450. Medical Officers should confine themselves to recommending
leave to such policemen as are not likely to benefit by 2 further stay in
hospital and should not certify that a policeman is incapacitated for further
service unless they are officially requested to report upon him incapacity for
further service.

451, Medical Officer should be specially searching in their
examination of the physical unfitness of every applicant for pension, and,
whenever the number of applicants for pensions is large, the examination
should, if possible be conducted by two Medical Officers.

Restrictions

452, An officer discharged on other grounds has no claim under

Article 441. even although he can produce medical evidence of incapacity
for service.

453, Cancelled.

454. If the incapacity is directly due to irregular or intemperate habits,
no pension can be granted. If it has not been directly caused by such habits,
but has been accelerated or aggravated by them, it will be for the authority

by which the pension is gratable to decide what reduction should be made on
this account.

_ Applicant to be discharged
455. An officer who has submitted under Article 442 a medical
certificate of intapacity for further service, must not (except for special
reasons to be reported to the State Government) be retained in active service
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pending a decision on his application for pension, nor can he obtain leave of
absence.
Without the special orders of the authority, which has power to

sanction the pension, service after the date of such medical certificate does
not count for pension.

Decisions of the State Government

In the case of an officer who is invalided from service retirement
should ordinarily take effect from the date of the report by the medical
board.

456. The object of Article 455 is to discourage tentative applications;
but an inferior servant (including in that term a Police Officer whose pay
does not exceed Rs. 20) who, in the opinion of the head of his office, is fit
for light work may be retained in employment till his pension is sanctioned,
provided that his place is not filled up till he retires, and that his service
counts only to the date of his medical certificate.

457. Anrticle 455 refers only to the retention in active service of an
officer who has'furnished a medical certificate in respect of an application
for Invalid pension or gratuity while in India. The retirement of an officer
who is absent on leave other than Privilege leave, when such certificate is
submitted, may have effect from the termination of his leave, and the officer
may continue to draw leave allowance to the end of his leave.

rule is not paid to him before death:

Provided that if at the time of making the nomination the
officer has a family, the nomination shall not be in favour of any
person other than one or more of the members of his family,

Note:- While a nomination as also any change therein will
normally be made by an officer during his service, he may
be allowed in the case of non-gazetted officer, by the head of
office, and in the case of gazetted officer by the Audit officer
to make a fresh nomination or a change in his earlier
nomination after retirement if such a contingency arises.

(2) If an officer nominates more than one person under sub-
rule (1) above, he shall specify in the nomination the
amount or share payable to each of the nominees in such
manner as to cover the whole amount of the gratuity,

(3)  An officer may provide in a nomination-

(a) that in the event of any specified nominee
predeceasing the officer the right conferred upon that
nominee shall pass to such other person as may be
specified in the nomination; provided that if at the
time of making the nomination the officer has a
family consisting of more than one member the
person so specified shall not be a person other than a
member of his family.

(b) that the nomination shall become invalid in the event
of the happening of a contingency specified therein.

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The nomination made by an officer who has no family at the
time of making the nomination or a provision made in a
nomination under clause (a) of sub-rule (3) by an officer
whose family consists, at the date of making the nomination,
of only one member, shall become invalid in the event of the
officer subsequently acquiring a family, or an additional
member in the family, as the case may be.

appropriate authority a notice in writing formally cancelling
the nomination together with a fresh nomination made in
accordance with these rules.

Every nomination made, and every notice of cancellation
given by an officer under this rule shall be sent by the
officer to the Audit Officer in the case of a gazetted officer
and to the head of his office in the case of a non-gazetted
officer.

OFFICE MEMORANDUM

The undersigned is directed to say that the question of transport,
at Government expense, of the families and personal effects of State
Government servants who die while in service has been under
consideration of Government for some time. The Governor has been
pleased to order that in such cases the following concessions will be
admissible to members of the families as defined in rule 6 of Financial
Handbook, Volume III, of those All-India Service Officers who are
serving in connection with the affairs of the State, and of State
Government employees, provided the journey is completed within six
months of the death of the government servant:

(1)

(2)

Travel expenses will be admissible by the shortest route
from the last head-quarters of the Government servant to
his normal place of residence which shall be the permanent
home as entered in his service book or record or such other
place as might have been declared to be the permanent
home by the Government servant while in sevice. In case
the family might like to settle down at any other place they
would be entitled to actual expenses, not exceeding those
which would have been admissible if they had moved to the
normal place of residence.

The amount of travel expenses payable to the members of

the family will be:

a)  For journey by rail and/or steamer — (i) Actual fare
(without the incidentals) of the «class of
accommodation to which the deccased Government
Servant was himsell entitled for each member of
family.

ii)  Actual cost of transportation of personal effects on
the scale as admissible under the rules in Financial
Hand Book, Volume 111 for a journey on transfer.
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(b) For journeys by road - (i) Actual bus, lorry or car
fare at the ordinary rates applicable to the deceased
Government servant for each members of the family.

ii) Actual cost of transportation of personal effects on
the scale as admissible under the rules in Financial
Handbook, Volume 111 for a journey on transfer.

If at the time of the death of a Government servant a
member of his family happens to be at a station other than
the Government servant's last headquarters, or being there
proceeds to a station other than the normal place of
residence, such member may draw the travel ecxpenses
prescribed in clause (2) above from the place where he was
at the time of the government servant's death to the place to
which he actually travelled, provided that the total expenses
claimed shall not exceed the total cost that would have been
admissible had such member travelled from the
headquarters of the Government servant to the normal
place of residence.

The concession will to be admissible to: :

Government servants engaged on contract and those who

are not in the whole time employment of Government.

Government servants paid out of contingencies.

Government servants who die while on leave preparatory to

retirement.

Retired Government servants who are re-employed.

Temporary Government servants who have not rendered

three years continuous service.
